I. The encounter with the  outcast. 

A. Lessons from the leper. 
 He acknowledged Jesus’ power. 

 He appealed to Jesus’ will. 

B. Lessons from Jesus 
 He addressed the leper’s need. 

 He did not ignore the Law. 



II. The encounter with the  outsider 

A. Lessons from the centurion 
 He acknowledged Jesus’ worthiness. 

 He appealed to Jesus’ authority. 

B. Lessons from Jesus 
 He emphasized the importance of faith. 

 He clarified occupancy in the kingdom of 
heaven. 



III. The encounter with His own 

A. Lessons at Peter’s house 
 From patient to servant 

B. Lessons from a prophet 
 Jesus removes our burden.
