I. God’s guiding is priceless (vv. 1-5). 

     A. God’s provision is consistent (vv. 1-4). 

     B. God is pleased with obedience (v. 5). 



II. God’s justice demands punishment         
(vv. 6-11). 

       A. God’s warnings are plentiful (vv. 6-7). 

       B. God’s discipline is powerful (vv. 8-11). 



III. God’s faithfulness allows us to persevere 
(vv. 12-13). 

       A. God’s wisdom must be applied      
      personally (v. 12). 

       B. God’s help causes us to prevail (v. 13).
