I. The certainty of Christ’s return (vv. 32-36)

A. It is as reliable as the seasons. (v. 32)

B. It is fixed according to God’s plan. (vv. 33-35)

C. Unknown does not mean unsure. (v. 36)



II. Knowing exactly doesn’t matter. (vv. 36-51)

A. Some won’t be looking for it at all. (vv. 37-41)

B. Those who are will make themselves ready. 

(vv. 42-51)
